MILITARY OUTSTANDING VOLUNTEER SERVICE MEDAL (MOVSM).

a. Introduction.
 
(1) The MOVSM was established by E.O. 12830.  The MOVSM is awarded to members of the U.S. Armed Forces who, subsequent to December 31, 1992, perform outstanding volunteer community service of a sustained direct and consequential nature. 

(2) The MOVSM recognizes those members of the military (active duty, Reserve, and National Guard) who perform substantial volunteer service to the local community above and beyond the duties normally expected of a member of the U.S. Armed Forces. The volunteer service must be made in a sustained and direct nature towards the civilian community, must be significant in nature to produce tangible results, and must reflect favorably on the military service and the Department of Defense. There is no time limit required for the MOVSM; however the volunteer service must exceed 500 hours of service.

b.  Approval Authority.  For USU personnel, the approval authority is Brigade Commander, USU
