Startup and Shutdown of the Zeiss 700 confocal
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Startup of the Zeiss 700:

1. Turn on the mercury bulb power supply on the shelf over the microscope.
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2. Turn on the power strip mounted on the side of the microscope table [image: ]

3. Turn on the power strip on the laser table behind the microscope.
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4. Turn on the PC.
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5. Login in to the PC as “Zeiss 700 user” (no password required). Start the confocal software by double-clicking on the “Zen 2012” desktop icon.

Shutdown of the Zeiss 700:

If the next user is coming in within 1 hour:
1. Remove your sample, clean immersion oil off of objectives if necessary, go to 10x objective, and be sure all your data is backed up.
2. Exit Zen 2012 software.
3. Leave everything powered on.

1. Remove your sample, clean immersion oil off of objectives if necessary, go to 10x objective, and be sure all your data is backed up.
2. Exit Zen 2012 software.
3. Shut down the PC.
4. Turn off the mercury bulb power supply, the power strip on side of table, and the power strip on the laser table behind the microscope.
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
