INTRODUCTION
     The mission of the Uniformed Services University of the Health Sciences (USUHS) is to provide the highest quality education programs in the health sciences to those selected individuals who demonstrate dedication to a career in the health professions in the Uniformed Services.  The USUHS is authorized to grant appropriate advanced academic degrees and has established postdoctoral, postgraduate, and technological institutes.  Programs in continuing education for military members of the health professions have been established so that the highest standards of health care may be maintained within the military medical departments.  The USUHS must be responsible to the overall educational needs of the Military Departments relating specifically to the preparation of individuals for careers in the health professions.  The USUHS is developing programs designed to recruit and retain superior health science professionals as faculty and researchers, and to ensure maximum utilization of the health science labor force, facilities, and equipment available within military medical departments worldwide.  

     This position is located in the Uniformed Services University of Health Sciences, Department of _________.  The incumbent is responsible for initiating independent research projects as directed by the chief investigator of the research project.

MAJOR DUTIES
The incumbent generally is involved in highly specialized assignments requiring design and performance of complex laboratory experiments, including determinations and laboratory assays involving multi-procedural steps. These experiments require an advanced knowledge of theories and principles of biochemistry and pharmacology. The incumbent must be capable of original and independent thought and action, so that he/she may adapt his/her knowledge of cell biology in solving problems as they arise during the investigation. 

The incumbent assists graduate students, postdoctoral fellows, and supervising faculty member in experimental work.  Exercises particular control over handling of certain hazardous chemicals, ensuring the safe use of these chemicals within the laboratory and proper disposal of experimental animals which have been sacrificed. Incumbent uses all general types of laboratory equipment, and is responsible for proper preventive maintenance; and the identification of irregularities by determining the cause and correcting the problems using the proper procedural guidelines set by the Institution. 

As a member of a research team, collaborates with co-investigators. Conducts literature searches, assists in planning research protocols and in preparing reports of investigations. Incumbent assists in writing papers for publication in scientific journals, and is generally the co-author of these papers. 

Experiments often require incumbent to carry out procedures and make observations during other than normal working hours. Incumbent generally performs day-to-day duties with minimal supervision, and is responsible for major phases of the research project to which he/she is assigned. 

SUPERVISORY CONTROLS

     The incumbent performs duties and responsibilities under the general administrative supervision of the Department Chairperson.  The chief investigator of the research project to which the incumbent is assigned will evaluate the incumbent's performance. 

KNOWLEDGE AND ABILITIES REQUIRED

     A minimum of an MS degree, or above.

     Experience and knowledge in physiological, biochemical, or pharmacological research.

     Significant number of scientific publications in critically reviewed scientific journals related to position. 

     Experience with medical applications of electronic data processing is desirable.
