EVALUATION CHECKLIST FOR THE GERIATRICS HOME VISIT WRITE-UP IN THE MEDICINE CLERKSHIP

This Geriatrics Home Visit (GHV) write-up is different from the rest of the write-ups you’ll receive from your student.  The overall goal of the GHV is for the student to practice geriatric assessment techniques and to continue to develop an appreciation of health care in the context of the patient's life.  The write-up should reflect these goals.  See URL for more details.

Listed below are elements that should be present in an acceptable GHV write-up.  Students should cover the majority of these elements, although one or two absent elements may not make the writeup unacceptable.  Most of this writeup should be reflective.

The following THREE items must ALL be present, or the writeup is unsatisfactory.
1.  ___ Did the GHV writeup describe a continuity experience with a patient the student had previously encountered on the wards or in the ambulatory clinics?

2.  ___ Was at least one Geriatric Assessment described; i.e., fall risk, polypharmacy assessment, caretaker burden, geriatric depression scale, dementia evaluation, urinary incontinence, etc.?
3.  ___ Did the encounter occur in the patient’s living situation (home, nursing home, rehab facility, etc.)?

PLEASE RATE EACH ITEM:  0 - element absent;  1 - needs improvement ; 2 - fully met; 3 - well-developed 

___ The student discussed the initial in-hospital or clinic encounter with the patient
___ The student discussed why this patient was chosen for the home visit.
___ The student outlined goals and objectives for the home visit, including which syndromes were to be evaluated and how the student was going to evaluate those syndromes.
 

The write-up included:
___ A discussion of the patient’s life history (childhood, education, family, occupation, military service, etc)) 

___ An impression of the patient’s living situation. 

___ Discussion of the patient's priorities for health-related quality of life.
___ Discussion of how the patient was taking medications.  This is different from polypharmacy assessment.
___ The Geriatric assessments described were appropriate to the patient’s medical conditions.

___ The Geriatric assessments were described as being performed appropriately.

___ Would you be able to use the Geriatric assessments described to assist this patient?

___ The student discussed the patient’s caregiver (if relevant), and how the caregiver was involved in the patient's life.
 
___ The student discussed the major functional/social issues noted during the home visit.
___ The student discussed the patient's values and beliefs

___  The student discussed how the context of this patient’s life affects implementation of health care plans.
